To put to words into actions, Prezicon Management has replaced all single use 

plastic cups in the offices, we have provided stainless steel food flask and spoons 

for our NLNG site and Port Harcourt yard workers to stop the use of disposable 

plastic food cartons and forks and have provided our workers with drinks bottles 

wherever possible. 

In the coming months we intend to widen the campaign beyond our company and 

into the wider civil society while encouraging other organizations and schools 

about the increasing dangers of Plastic pollution.
